Module 5: Presentations with StarOffice™ 6.0 Impress

Facilitator Notes

Users can take advantage of StarOffice™ Impress templates to create professional-looking
presentations that can communicate ideas in small or large groups. A supplemental style
guide gives tips on how the use of color, fonts, and text can be used to produce effective
presentations. Presentations, when supported by visual materials, enhance an audience's
ability to focus, recall key points of a lecture, and understand topic to a deeper level. 

Learning Outcomes

Upon completion of this module, participants should be able to:

• Create a StarOffice™ Impress presentation,
either blank or templated, via the AutoPilot
Presentation Wizard

• Save a presentation, in different file formats

• Be able to use Drawing view, Outline view,
Slide view, Notes view, and Handout view

• Format and arrange slides in a presentation

• Modify Slide Layout

• Print a presentation

• Import image objects into a presentation

• Run and show a presentation

• Export a presentation to various file formats
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Prerequisites
It is recommended that participants complete Modules 1 and 2 prior to participating in
Module 5. They should be familiar with the basic operations of opening and saving
documents as well as navigating the file hierarchy prior as well as the StarOffice™ 6.0
menu options, toolbars and icons. These basics are covered in Module 1. They should also
be familiar with launching a Writer text document as covered in Module 2. 

If participants are going to use the drawing tools to create graphics in their presentations,
they should have  completed Module 4.

1. Participants should have been surveyed ahead of time to determine familiarity with the
basics of the StarOffice™ 6.0 interface so that you can plan ahead.

2. If participants do not meet basic prerequisite levels, adjust your outcomes accordingly.
Spend some time covering log on procedures, file hierarchy, and launching StarOffice™
6.0 and saving documents.

Module 5 Delivery

Module 5  is designed to provide a step-by-step guide to acquire the skills to perform the
learning outcomes. 

If time limits delivery of the complete module or if your initial surveys determine that some
of the material may be too advanced for your participants, the following sections can be
explored by the participant on their own time.

Discretionary Sections:

• Master Slides

• Creating image objects using the Draw tools

Steps:

1. Print and distribute Module 5, including the “Slide Show Design & Presentation Tips”
handout included with this module.

2. Explain how presentations, when supported by visual materials, enhance an audience's
ability to focus, recall key points of a lecture, and understand topic to a deeper level.
Discuss the opportunities and applications for using presentations, such as back to
school night, research projects, etc.

2. Point out that the AutoPilot automatically guides participants through each step of the
process to create and customize a presentation.

3. Explain that many types of objects may be inserted into a StarOffice™ Impress
presentation, e.g. objects created in Draw, from the Gallery, from the Web, and from a
file.

4. Explain that participants should not focus on elaborate artistic creations during the
workshop and that the focus is on learning the skills and tools of the Impress application.
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PRACTICE

• Practice exercises are included at the end of key sections to
reinforce the concepts and to provide hands-on practice.

• Practice exercises require no more than 2-4 minutes.

Demonstrate

1. Follow one of the following approaches:

• Ask participants to “make their mice dead.” You want all eyes on the screen.

• Alternatively, combine some demonstrations and have participants follow along
with you. 

3. Pay attention to the learning outcomes and guide participants through the step-by-step
process for producing presentations as described in the module. 

4. Show how to use the AutoPilot to create two types of presentations, an Empty and a
Presentation from Template. Explain the differences and advantages of each.

5. Demonstrate basic operations and allow participants time to practice on their own as
suggested in the module. 

6. If time is limited, more advanced operations may be explored by participants on their
own time or in a follow-up workshop.

Review

1. Review the Learning Outcomes to ensure participants leave the training familiar with the
basics.

2. Allow time for questions and answers. Write these on the board.

3. Encourage other participants to answer the questions and provide their insight and
solutions.

4. Allow time for participants to share their individual or group creations.
